Policy on Disqualification Petitions 

Students who have been disqualified are required to submit certain petitions to take classes under regular enrollment in the College of Business Administration.  These petitions are: Disqualification Appeal Student Information Sheet and Petition for Academic Reinstatement. 

Petition decisions are made when all relevant information is available.  In-progress classes must be completed and grades of I, IC, RD or RP must be resolved before the petition will be considered for approval.  All decisions will be communicated to the student in time to register during the Add Drop Period (which begins four days prior to the first day of classes and ends on the sixth day of instruction.)  


Students in the process of submitting these petitions should consider the possibility that the request will be denied and continue to apply to the University.  The University admission deadlines are available at http://dsa.csupomona.edu/admissions/deadlines.asp 

Disqualification Appeal Student Information Sheet
University policy provides that students will not be allowed to take courses for one quarter after disqualification.  The CBA agrees with this policy and only approves appeals under extraordinary circumstances.   

Petition for Academic Reinstatement

Petitions for academic reinstatement will only be approved for students who have demonstrated that the academic difficulties which caused the disqualification have been resolved.  Reinstatement after disqualification is not automatic and must be earned by showing evidence of academic progress.  Students must regain good academic standing based on A’s and B’s in a sufficient number of relevant courses taken since the disqualification.  Relevant courses would include required core, sub-plan, option and support courses taken through regular CPP enrollment or the Extended University.  Relevant courses which were previously failed should have been successfully repeated.
