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Students who were previously enrolled in Cal Poly Pomona or another CSU and left in academic difficulty (probation or disqualification) must meet certain requirements to take classes under regular enrollment in the College of Business Administration.  The evaluation criteria used by the CBA to make admission/readmission decisions are:

1. Students are expected to have a recent record of good, consistent academic performance.  All CPP courses taken since the probation/disqualification must be relevant to the degree being pursued.  Grades of A or B are expected in a sufficient number of relevant courses the first time the course is taken and the CPP GPA should exceed 2.1.  GPAs which have been inflated with non-relevant coursework will be held to higher standards.  
2. Upper division courses may be taken through the CPP Extended University or at another accredited university.  Only courses taken at CPP will affect your CPP GPA.   Students transferring from another CSU are expected to establish a Cal Poly Pomona GPA by enrolling in relevant courses through the CPP Extended University. 

3. All required lower division courses (general education, support and major courses) should be completed prior to admission/readmission to the College of Business Administration. 
4. Admission/readmission decisions are made when all relevant information is available.  In-progress classes must be completed and grades of I, IC, RD or RP must be resolved before the student will be considered for admission/readmission. Withdrawals, incomplete or delayed grades are viewed as negative indicators of academic performance.  Students are expected to meet university and college deadlines.     

5. Students requesting admission/readmission to the College of Business Administration at Cal Poly Pomona should contact the CBA Disqualification Advisor in the Student Services Center for guidance and advance approval of CPP courses taken. 
6. All decisions will be communicated to the student in time to register during the Add Drop Period (which begins four days prior to the first day of classes and ends on the sixth day of instruction.)  

Additional Considerations
Students awaiting decisions on admission/readmission should consider the possibility that the request will be denied and continue to apply to the University.  The University admission deadlines are available at http://dsa.csupomona.edu/admissions/deadlines.asp 

Students with low Cal Poly Pomona GPAs may find it difficult to meet the above requirements.  Only courses taken at CPP can be used to improve the CPP GPA.   It may be in the student’s best interest to consider transferring to another university to pursue a degree.
