Petitions to Graduate Out of Residency

According to the University catalog section on ACADEMIC POLICIES, “students shall have spent not less than three quarters in residence, two of these quarters immediately preceding graduation.”  Also, “students who are not in attendance for more than two consecutive quarters in any given calendar year are considered to have broken enrollment status.  This will affect both major and other degree requirements and may require additional course work for degree completion.”

            Students may petition to graduate out of residency.  In general, such petitions are approved when the student has completed all degree requirements and all the courses needed for the degree have been taken within seven years of the date of award of the degree.  

Requests to graduate out of residency are generally not approved if all or part of the student’s coursework was taken more than seven years from the date of award of the degree.   Students in this situation are advised to reapply to CPP or another university to complete a degree under the curriculum at the time of acceptance.
